	NUTRITIONAL/FEEDING

Child will receive adequate nutrition through gastronomy tube (into Mickey button) by bolus method and food sent from home (4 cans of Pediasure with Dualcal a day).


	1) Put thermos in refrigerator

2) Check Dr.’s order and parents’ request for tube feeding administration

3) Wash hands

4) Put on plastic feeding gloves

5) Gather equipment:

· clean feeding tube

· clean feeding syringes

· paper towels

· can of nutritional supplement

6) Attach syringe to feeding tube

7) Open cover of port of Mickey button

8) Insert the extension tube into the port hole, matching the black line on the tube connector with the black line on the Mickey button

9) Lock together by turning the connector clockwise until you feel slight resistance (3/4) turn (failure to lock connector will result in a mess!)

· Cover area with gauze

SENSITIVE TO LIGHT AND HEAT


	10) Allow air to escape from stomach. Press firmly  on child’s stomach to expel air, even if he’s eaten orally

11) Disconnect tubing by rotating the connector counter clockwise until the black line is aligned with the black line on the Mickey button

12) Remove the tube and recap the Mickey port

13) Cover syringe to feeding tube

14) Close clamp on feeding tube

15) Pour enough solution into syringe to fill the tubing

16) Holding syringe and tubing upright, fill syringe with about 30-60 cc of feeding solution

17) Keeping feeding solution in tubing at all times, continue process until child says he’s “all done” or has stomach ache. (see steps 11 & 12)

18) Keep child in upright, sitting or semi-upright position for 30-60 minutes

19) Record tube feeding administration on form

20) Send equipment home daily for cleaning

21) Replace thermos in backpack following afternoon snack.

· Apply sunscreen per school policy

· Child is to wear sunglasses outside, per weather conditions

· Observe child for signs of chills or over-heating; dress accordingly
